1. INTRODUCTION 
 

This Annual Report on the working of the University has been prepared by the 
Executive Council for presentation to the General Council in pursuance of the 
requirement under Section 12(2)(iii)(a) of the NALSAR University Act, 1998. The 
period covered is the calendar year from January 1, 2023 to December 31, 
2023.   
 
 

2. CHANCELLOR OF THE UNIVERSITY  
 
Hon‟ble Shri Justice Ujjal Bhuyan, Chief Justice of High Court for the State of 
Telangana was the Chancellor from June 28, 2022 to July 13, 2023    .    
 
Hon‟ble Shri Justice Alok Aradhe, Chief Justice of High Court for the State of 
Telangana is the current Chancellor of the University w.e.f. July 23, 2023. 
 
 

3. ACCREDITATION, RANKINGS AND RECOGNITION 
 

A) ACCREDITATION BY NATIONAL ASSESSMENT AND ACCREDITATION COUNCIL 

(NAAC) 
 

The university was re-accredited with an „A++‟ grade with CGPA of 3.52 on 
four-point scale by the National Assessment and Accreditation Council 
(NAAC) in the second cycle of re-accreditation process under Legal 
Education Universities manner in September, 2023. NAAC is an autonomous 
body established by the University Grants Commission (UGC) to assess and 
accredit higher education institutions in the country. The Revised Assessment 
and Accreditation (A&A) Framework of NAAC included Quantitative 
assessment through System Generated Scores (SGS) with combination of 
online evaluation through third party validation (about 70%) and Qualitative 
assessment through peer judgement (about 30%). Accreditation is valid for a 
period of 5 years. 
 
 

B) RANKING BY NATIONAL INSTITUTIONAL RANKING FRAMEWORK (NIRF 2023) 
 

National Institutional Ranking Framework (NIRF 2023), Ministry of Education,  
Government of India has consistently ranked NALSAR as the third best 
university under Law category. The parameters broadly covered by NIRF 
were ―Teaching, Learning and Resources,‖ ―Research and Professional 
Practices,‖ ―Graduation Outcomes,‖ ―Outreach and Inclusivity,‖ and 
―Perception‖. 
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C) RECOGNITION AS CATEGORY – I HIGHER EDUCATION INSTITUTION AS PER UGC 

(CATEGORISATION OF UNIVERSITIES (ONLY) FOR GRANT OF GRADED AUTONOMY) 
REGULATIONS, 2018  

 
University Grants Commission categorizes the university with an ‗A++‘ grade 
with CGPA score of 3.51 and above on four-point scale by the National 
Assessment and Accreditation Council (NAAC) / corresponding accreditation 
grade/score from a reputed accreditation agency empanelled by the UGC / 
ranked among top 500 of reputed world rankings, such as Times Higher 
Education or QS as a Category – I Higher Education Institution.  As NALSAR 
was re-accredited with an ‗A++‘ grade with CGPA of 3.52 on four-point scale 
by NAAC in the second cycle in September, 2023 for a period of five years, 
Category – I status of NALSAR as per UGC (Categorisation of 
Universities (Only) for grant of Graded Autonomy) Regulations, 2018 
continues till September, 2028 and consequently the university will enjoy all 
the dimensions of autonomy granted by UGC under the said Act.

6.  ACADEMIC PROGRAMMES 
 
 A) CONSORTIUM OF NATIONAL LAW UNIVERSITIES   

 
The CLAT-2023 was conducted on December 18, 2022 for Undergraduate and 
Post Graduate admissions at 127 Test Centres in 23 States and 2 Union 
Territories across India.  93.6% of the candidates registered for the CLAT 2023 
Undergraduate test, and 91.7% of the candidates registered for the CLAT 2023 
Postgraduate test appeared for the test. 
 
The CLAT-2024 was conducted on December 3, 2023 for Undergraduate and 
Post Graduate admissions at 139 Test Centres in 25 States and 4 Union 
Territories across India.  97.03% of the candidates registered for the CLAT 
2024 Undergraduate test, and 93.92% of the candidates registered for the 
CLAT 2024 Postgraduate test appeared for the test. 
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B)  PROGRAMMES OFFERED THROUGH DEPARTMENT OF LAW 
 

i) B.A., LL.B. (HONS.) Degree Programme 
 

Admissions (2023-24) 
 
The admissions for the twenty sixth batch were made through Common Law 
Admission Test-2023 conducted by Consortium of National Law Universities 
on December 18, 2022. 152 students were admitted to the B.A., LL.B. (Hons.) 
degree programme including 64 girls. Out of 152 students, 135 students were 
admitted through CLAT, 17 students through Foreign National category. 
Under the Foreign National category, thirteen students from the USA, two 
students from the UK and one student each from Nepal and Pakistan were 
admitted. The remaining 135 students admitted to the course are from 21 
different States in the country. The academic session started on July 3, 2023.   

  
Examinations (2018-2023 Batch) 
 
End-Semester examinations for the B.A., LL.B. (Hons.) (2018-2023 Batch) 
were held in the last week of April, 2023 where 118 students appeared for 
the end-Semester examinations and 116 students (including 4 students of 
previous batch) cleared the said examination. The B.A., LL.B. (Hons.) Degree 
was awarded to the successful candidates at the Annual Convocation held on 
September 2, 2023.

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ii)  LL.M.  Degree Programme 
 
Admissions (2023-2024) 
 
Admissions for the 22nd batch (11th batch of the one-year LL.M. programme) of 
the LL.M. Degree programme were made during the year under report through 
the Common Law Admission Test- 2023 conducted by Consortium of National 
Law Universities on December 18, 2022. 70 students including 28 Girls were 
admitted at NALSAR.  Out of 70 students, 69 students were admitted through 
CLAT, one student through Foreign National category. The students admitted are 
from 14 states across the country. Among the students admitted, one student 
from the UK was admitted under the Foreign Nationals category. 

 
Examinations (2022-2023 batch) 
 
Out of 71 students admitted to the one-year LL.M. programme in 2022, 64 
students had submitted their dissertations in the month of April, 2023 and 
became eligible for the award of LL.M. Degree.  The degrees were awarded to 
the eligible candidates at the Annual Convocation held September 2, 2023.   
 

 
Orientation Programme held on July 01, 2023 for LL.M. Batch of 2023-2024 
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iii) LL.M. (Insolvency and Bankruptcy Laws)  Degree Programme in 
     collaboration with Indian Institute of Corporate Affairs (IICA), New Delhi 

 
Admissions (2023-2024) 
 
NALSAR and Indian Institute of Corporate Affairs (IICA) had signed a 
Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) on October 27, 2022 for cooperation and 
collaboration in taking up joint programmes on capacity building, research, etc. 
Whereas in pursuance of the MoU, the two institutions have decided to launch a 
two-year residential LLM programme on Insolvency and Bankruptcy Laws jointly 
from the academic year 2023-25. As per the Regulations, the programme will be 
a full time and residential and the candidates enrolled for the programme will 
study the first year at NALSAR and the second year at IICA, New Delhi.  
 
During the academic year 2023-2024, 138 applications were received for the 
programme. For the sanctioned intake of 60 seats, 45 students including 26 Girls 
were admitted through the entrance examination conducted by NALSAR.

i. MBA Degree Programe 
 

Admissions (2023-2025) 
 

The two-year full-time campus-based M.B.A. Program is offered through 
Department of Management Studies with major specializations in Court 
Management, Corporate Governance, Financial Services and Capital Markets, 
Marketing Management, Human Resources Management, Operations 
Management, Business Analytics and Business Regulations.  
 
Admissions for the 11th batch of the MBA for the year 2023-25 were done 
through CAT/ and NALSAR‘s Management Eligibility Test – 2023(N-MET). 54 
students were admitted including 27 Girls. The classes for the current batch 
(2023-25) commenced from July 10, 2023.  

 
Examinations (2021-23 batch) 
 
Examinations for MBA 2021-23 batch were conducted during April, 2023. A 
total of 36 candidates had become eligible for the award of the MBA Degree. 
The degrees were awarded to the eligible candidates at the Annual 
Convocation held September 2, 2023.

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ii. Integrated Program in Management (BBA-MBA) 
 

Admissions (2023-2028) 
 
University started offering the five-year Integrated Program in Management 
(IPM) from the year 2021, for students aspiring to pursue a career path in 
Business Management.  
 
The Program offers a voluntary exit to the students after successfully 
completing the program requirement at the end of 3 years and such students 
shall be awarded a degree of Bachelor of Business Administration (BBA). 
 
Admissions for the 3rd batch of the BBA MBA for the year 2023-28 were done 
through CLAT/ JIPMAT/JEE Mains/IPMAT Indore/Rohtak 2023 score. Along 
with this, the candidate‘s performance in Class 10 and 12 and Personal 
Interview were also considered for final selection. 69 students were admitted 
including 36 Girls. The classes for the current batch (2023-28) commenced on 
August 28, 2023.  
 

 
Orientation Programme ―Aarambham‖ held for IPM Batch of 2028 
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D)   DOCTORAL PROGRAMME OFFERED (PH.D.) 
 

University received 134 applications for admission to the Ph.D. Program for 
the academic year 2023-24. 69 candidates were exempted from writing the 
entrance exam held on July 15, 2023.  65 candidates appeared for the Entrance 
Exam, out of which 26 candidates qualified in the exam. 79 candidates submitted 
Preliminary Proposals. 64 proposals were found in order after excluding the 
plagiarized (more than 15% similarity) proposals and the proposals submitted on 
the topic in which the research is already being undertaken at NALSAR. The 
accepted were sent to the Research Board Members for evaluation.  18 proposals 
were selected for online presentation on January 18, 2024. Out of 18 candidates, 
one did not attend the January 18, 2024 presentation. Based on the presentations 
and interview by the Research Board, 10 candidates were selected for the Ph.D. 
Degree Program.  Out of 10, one candidate withdrew her admission due to some 
financial reasons. One candidate who deferred his admission last year also 
enrolled this year. A total of ten candidates are enrolled for the Ph.D. Degree 
Program for the academic year 2023-24. 

   
Research Methodology Workshop organized for the Ph.D. Students 
 Prof. Amita Dhanda, Professor Emeritus & Chairperson, Research Board and 
Prof. Murali Karnam, Member, Research Board organized a 10-day Research 
Methodology Workshop from February 23 to March 3, 2024.  Resource Persons 
included Prof. Raghuramraju, Dr. Murali Karnam, Dr. Usha Raman, Prof. Amita 
Dhanda, Prof. Srikrishna Deva Rao, Dr. Neha Pathakji, Dr. T. Kannan, Dr.

The five IPS Probationers were awarded the PG Diploma in Criminal Justice

Post-Graduate Diploma in Industrial Security, Law and Management was offered 
to the Trainee Assistant Commandants of NISA.  
 
During the period under report, Admissions for the fifth batch were made during 
July, 2023 and a total of 51 Trainee Assistant Commandants were admitted to the 
Advance P.G. Diploma Programme. 

 
 iv) Post-Graduate Diploma in Industrial Security, Law and Management to  
   the Trainee Sub-Inspectors of NISA in collaboration with NISA, Hyderabad 

 
As per the MoU entered into by NALSAR and National Industrial Security 
Academy-Central Industrial Security Force on December 6, 2017, the Post-
Graduate Diploma in Industrial Security, Law and Management is offered to the 
Trainee Sub-Inspectors of NISA.  
 
During the period under report, Admissions for the fourth batch were made during 
July, 2023 and a total of 05 Trainee Sub-Inspectors were admitted to the P.G. 
Diploma Programme. 

 
202 candidates had completed the requisite course requirements and the training 
and had become eligible for the award of the P.G. Diploma in Industrial Security, 
Law and Management. The diplomas were awarded to them at the Annual 
Convocation held on September 2, 2023.

To disseminate knowledge and to provide avenues for the working professionals, 
the University through its Directorate of Distance Education has been offering 
Master‘s and PG Diploma / Advanced Diploma programmes through Open and 
Distance Learning mode on emerging and contemporary areas for the last two 
decades. 
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University has been entitled under Category-I as per UGC (Categorization of 
Universities (Only) for grant of Graded Autonomy) Regulations, 2018 to offer 
programmes through Open and Distance Learning (ODL) Mode without approval 
of the UGC.

10.    Revival of NALSAR Music Club and Dance Club:  
In order to provide the student body with a platform to hone their skills and 
indulge in their artistic side, the Cultural Committee has revived the NALSAR 
Music Club and Dance Club, and provided the same with a platform to allow 
students to relax and practice in a conducive environment. In order to allow 
students access to various musical instruments, the committee has also 
ordered the same to be kept by the University for student access and use. 
The aim of NALSAR Music Club and Dance Club is to revive the culture of 
jam sessions and various collaboration and to encourage the artistic sides of 
the students in the best environment possible, and to provide a necessary 
escape from various stress faced by students in the university.  

 
vi)  Mess and Hospitality Committee 
 

With great delight, the Mess and Hospitality Committee is thrilled to present the 
Annual report for the academic year 2023. Under the leadership of the Convenor 
and from the valuable insights of the committee members, the committee has 
implemented numerous measures to enhance the quality of the Mess food and 
proactively addressed emerging issues with a focus on finding peaceful 
solutions. Hence, the mess committee will like to put forth the same: 
1. Special Dinner: The Mess Menu now includes a monthly Special Dinner, 

whereas previously, it was only served once per semester. 

 The committee has made significant improvements to the Special Dinner 
menu, now offering alternative options such as Mutton Biryani, Paneer 
Tikka Masala, and Kala Jamun in addition to the previous choices of 
Mutton Curry and Kadhai Paneer. 

 To ensure the best quality for these new additions, a specialized cook with 
expertise in preparing sweets, Mutton Biryani, Paneer Tikka Masala, and 
Rumali Roti is now invited to the University Mess every month. Previously, 
the Mess Committee used to cover the cost, but now they have 
successfully integrated this expense into the business of the Mess 
Contractor. 
 

2. Mess Tender process:  The Committee worked in close coordination with 
the Administration during the tender process to guarantee the inclusion of 
student-friendly terms and to avoid any conflicts of interest. Their objective 
was to select a suitable university contractor. Among the major terms 
successfully negotiated by the committee are: 

 Implementation of an Opt-Out System, wherein individuals pay only for the 
food they consume. The Committee believes that this approach will 
motivate the contractor to maintain proper quality in food preparation. 

 Addition of several provisions in the contract, including a Penalty Policy, to 
ensure stringent quality control and the efficient functioning of the Mess. 
 

3. Resolve Workers related issues: The Committee actively addressed the 
concerns of the Mess workers and the contractor, regularly investigating and 
working towards finding solutions.  

 The committee looked into the daily challenges faced by the workers while 
on duty and engaged in constructive dialogues with both the contractor 
and administration to resolve these issues. 
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 Furthermore, the committee played a mediating role between the student 
community and the Mess workers, seeking to negotiate compromises and 
resolve conflicts. In instances where complaints arose about inappropriate 
behavior of the workers towards students, the committee promptly took up 
the matter, taking necessary actions. 
 

4. Ad- hoc committee members: To ensure adequate representation from the 
LLM, IPM, and MBA batches in the Mess Committee, the Committee 
acknowledged the need for ad-hoc members from each respective batch. The 
members were selected through SOP evaluated by an external evaluator, to 
ensure a fair and unbiased selection process for these ad-hoc committee 
members. 

 
5. Mess Budget: Under the Committee's tenure, the Mess Budget witnessed a 

significant increase of Rs. 2,00,000, soaring from Rs. 3,60,000 to Rs. 
5,60,000. The following changes were made in the budget: 

 In the budget the festivals celebrated by providing sweets from the SBC 
budget was increased from 19 and 23. The additions were done in order to 
ensure the celebration of festivals belonging to different cultures and 
religions. The budget allocated for each festival was also significantly 
increased (almost doubled) from Rs. 10,000 to Rs. 20,000. Also, the 
committee ensured that sweets specific to those festivals are served and 
introduced several delicious sweets for the very first time, such as 
Rashmalai, Rabdi, Rasogolla, Sheer Kurma, Chocolate barfi, Kalakand, 
Motichur Ladoo, Boondi ladoo etc. The festivals celebrated are as follows:

6. Mess Menu: The Committee made several changes in the Mess Menu and 
periodic surveys and polls were conducted for the same to gauge student 
opinion 

 Addition of items like Veg Kolhapuri, Veg Korma, Pachi Pulusu, Jalebi, 
Kadu ki Kheer, Payasam, Suji ka halwa, Turai Ki Sabzi, Matar paneer etc. 

 Introduction of Aloo and Imli ka Panni along with Pudina ka paani and 
Matar sabzi for Pani Puri/ Golgappee/ Gupchup.  

 Serving of eggs for breakfast twice a week 

 Serving of Coldrinks everyweek for biriyani instead of alternate weeks. 

 Cucumber, Lemons and tomatoes were introduced for salad along with 
Onions. 

 In addition to Vanilla, multiple flavours of ice cream such as Butterscotch, 
Chocolate and Ilaichi were introduced.  
 

7. Fast appropriate Meals: The Mess Committee for the very first time 
introduced fast appropriate meals during the observance of festivals such as 
Navaratri, Ramzan, Shivratri and Janmashtami. This was done so that the 
students do not face any difficulty during the fast.  

 
8. New Counters in New Mess Area:  New food counters with heating facility 

are fixed in the new mess area. Foods served in these counters will remain 
warm throughout the time. It was done after resolving the issues of beam and 
continuously following up with Engineering department Since November 
2022. 

 
9. Dogs issue: For effective addressal of dogs issue the Committee has 

proposed to fix hydraulic clips in the mess entrance and exit points. A guard is 
also stationed at the mess entrance to ensure the dogs stay out of the 
premises.  

 
10. Miscellaneous: In addition to all those mentioned above the following steps 

were also taken by the Committee: 

 In order to enhance safety and minimize potential risks, the Mess has 
replaced the use of CNG cylinders with a fixed LPG pipeline connection. 
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 Fire safety measures have been implemented throughout the Mess by 
installing fire extinguishers, ensuring prompt and effective response in 
case of any fire accidents. 

 The Mess conducted a trial of the Roti Bhatti in the CC, leading to 
improved roti quality. As a result, two more Roti Bhattis will be ordered. 

 A comprehensive survey was conducted to identify the requirements of 
the Mess, including items like plates, spoons, etc. Following this, the 
Registrar has been approached for urgent approval. 

 The Kitchen's exhaust system, which was non-functional during the Covid 
period, has been repaired and is now fully operational. 

 Improved air circulation in the new section of the Mess (Bhaskar Anna 
side) has been achieved by installing fans with 2 feet rods in every corner. 

 Regular inspections are carried out by Committee members every three 
days to ensure the products meet the required quality standards. 

 The Mess workers are provided with necessary safety equipment such as 
masks, uniforms, gloves, and caps to maintain hygiene and safety 
standards during cooking. 

 To ensure cleanliness and hygiene, regular Pest Control Operations are 
conducted in the Kitchen and store room, with funding from SBC and the 
Mess Contractor. 

 The area surrounding the Mess was thoroughly cleaned, addressing the 
accumulated debris caused by ongoing construction activities. 

 
 
vii) Hostel And Campus Welfare Committee 
 

The Hostel and Campus Welfare Committee (HCWC) is responsible for the 
upkeep of the infrastructure in both the hostels and the overall campus. This 
includes ensuring that electricity, water geysers, televisions, taps, faucets, 
dustbins, and other amenities are in proper working condition. The HCWC also 
addresses the concerns of the campus community, such as the problems caused 
by dogs and monkeys on campus. 
 
The HCWC has made significant progress in the past year. Some of their key 
achievements include: 
● Upkeeping the infrastructure in both the hostels and the overall 

campus. The HCWC has ensured that the infrastructure in both the hostels 
and the overall campus is in good condition. This includes regular 
maintenance of electricity, water, and other amenities. 

● Conducting regular fumigation and snake repellant application in all 
hostels. This has resulted in a reduction in the number of pests and snakes 
appearing in the hostels. 

● Minimizing the problems caused by dogs in the different hostel 
compounds. The HCWC has installed hydraulic door closers and exterior 
revolving door handles in each hostel, which has minimized the problems 
caused by dogs. 

● Installing landlines near the GH gate. This has made it easier for students 
to contact the HCWC in case of an emergency.

● Developing a digital database for registering complaints. This will make it 
easier for students to register complaints and track the progress of their 
complaints. Launched to be soon 

● Organizing clean-up campaigns to raise awareness among the campus 
community about our individual responsibility to maintain cleanliness on the 
premises. These campaigns have helped to raise awareness about the 
importance of cleanliness and have resulted in a cleaner campus. 

● Relocation oHired additional monkey chasers to tackle the nuisance 
caused by monkeys on the campus. This has helped to reduce the number of 
monkeys on campus and the problems they cause. 

● Fitted dustbin grills in the common areas across the campus. This has 
helped to keep the common areas clean and free of trash. 

● Set up sanitary pad vending machines in the washrooms of both the GH 
and the Acad block. This has made it easier for female students to access 
sanitary pads. 

● Installed solar tanks in every hostel and maintained the already existing solar 
tanks. This has helped to reduce the cost of water and electricity in the 
hostels. 
 

In addition to the above, the HCWC has also accomplished the following: 
● Met with SRS and Dogs group and ALC to discuss the dogs issue and put 

forth recommendations. 
● Installed jet sprays in washrooms. 
● Installed dustbins and covers. 
● Installed mirrors in the hostels individually. 
● Refilled fire extinguishers. 
● Unblocked drains. 
● Renovated washrooms. 
● Descaled washing machines. 
● Installed hydraulic door closers and two-way locks in the GH. 
● Installed meshes in the GH. 
● Procured chairs, tables and cots. 
● Addressed drainage and plumbing issues. 
● Tested water filters. 
● Cleaned water tanks. 
● Applied insect repellent. 
● Set rat traps. 
● Provided safety equipment for workers. 
● Addressed power fluctuation and generator issues. 
● Addressed water seepage and fungus growth with waterproofing. 
● Gardened in common areas. 
● Installed landline near GH gate. 
● Installed soap dispensers. 
● Addressed GH 7 terrace opening issue. 
● Whitewashed. 
● Installed grills for water coolers. 
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Conclusion 
The HCWC has made significant progress in the past year. They have 
maintained the infrastructure in both the hostels and the overall campus, and 
they have also taken steps to address the concerns of the campus community.  

 
Recommendations 
The HCWC has made great progress in the past year, but there are still some 
areas where they could improve. For example, they could: 

● Increase the frequency of fumigation and snake repellent application in the 
hostels 

● Install more dustbins and covers in the common areas 
● Develop a more comprehensive plan for addressing the problems caused 

by monkeys on campus 
● Push for across the campus washroom renovation 
● Focus on common space infrastructure development and sustainability

x)  Social Responsibility And Student Welfare Committee 
 

The main aim of the Social Responsibility and Student Welfare Committee is 
reflected in its name; some of the major duties include the maintenance of the 
internet and related infrastructure on campus, overseeing the student orientation 
and mentor-mentee programs, providing logistical and financial support to legal 
aid activities and ensuring the maintenance of healthcare and related services 
on campus. These responsibilities, along with others, have been laid down in 
Article 21 of the Student Bar Council Constitution. 
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During the year the committee undertook the following major tasks: 
 
Social Sensitization for Batch of 2028 [August] - Members of this Committee 
who are also a part of the various student informal collectives such as the 
NALSAR Minorities Forum, Savitribai Intersectional Study Circle (SISC), and the 
NALSAR Queer Collective in the presence of the ICC Student Elect and 
Volunteers of CASH held a social sensitization session for the incoming 
students. The collectives had addressed the students, shared their experiences, 
and welcomed the students to their collectives. 
 
Scholarship Orientation for Batch of 2028 [July] - A Scholarship Orientation 
specially for the Batch of 2028 was conducted. The invite of the Orientation was 
sent to all batches. The Committee explained the Scholarship Regulations, dealt 
with student concerns regarding the application process for a scholarship, and 
made the students aware of various scholarship schemes by various state 
governments and central government. 
 
Mentorship for Batch of 2028 [July] - The SRSWC undertook its annual 
mentorship program that the committee undertakes. This year there was an 
increased number of mentors, which were available for the Batch of 2028 to 
choose from. Upon grievances from the Students from Batch of 2028, the 
members of the Committee ensured that all mentors reached out to their 
mentees. 
 
Updated Medical Staff [July] - With the inauguration of the new health centre, the 
capacity and necessity to have specialist doctors was clear. With the constant 
efforts of the Committee, Senior physician and diabetologist- Dr. Ashok Kumar, 
Gynecologist- Dr. B Sweta, Mental Health Counselor- Dr. Shweta Agarwal, Day 
Duty doctor- Dr. Sarwath Tahseen were hired by the University.  

 
Procurement of equipment, medicines, and other issues related to Health Centre 
[July] In a productive meeting with the Health Center staff, Vice-Chancellor and 
the Registrar of NALSAR, these outcomes were agreed to and implemented: 
- 5 new wheelchairs procured and stored at the health centre. 
- 6 new Crutches and 10 new Ice Packs procured 
- The complaints w.r.t. staff attendance were raised, assurance has been given 

from their end. Doctor along with his family has moved in and is staying in the 
campus health centre now. Both the doctors have assured their presence as 
per the duty and they shall anyways be available on call on their day off, if 
there is any. 

- Recurring permission for refilling of First Aid Kits will be obtained where the 
hostel/SRS reps will only be required to go to the health centre with the kits 
and will get it refilled without any additional permissions needed. 

- Ambulance drivers will be always available - the admin has emphasized on 
this that they will make sure the driver has a designated spot for the 
ambulance and is present there 24x7. Moreover, the waiting time for 
ambulances at city hospitals was negotiated to be increased to 2 hours and 
the drivers can even stay at the hospitals at critical times beyond 2 hours, with 
the doctor's permission. 

- Lab technicians will now also be on campus on Saturdays. 
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- All the emergency tests required for dog bites, snakebites are also available 
in the health centre. 
 

QR codes for medical emergency [July] - In order to ensure safety and quick 
response to any medical emergencies on campus, the Committee installed 
Medical Emergency QR Codes at various locations throughout the college 
premises. 
 
The Medical Emergency QR Code is easily identifiable and you can find it 
prominently placed on walls and other visible areas around the college including 
mess, hostels, library, and acad block. 
 
When scanned using any QR Code scanner available on most smartphones, the 
QR code will redirect you to a webpage containing all the essential details and 
procedures related to medical emergencies. It contains contact numbers and 
timings of the University Health Center, doctors, nurses, ambulance drivers, 
counselors, nearby hospitals and other general advisory. 
 
Scholarship Negotiations [July] - After the Scholarships for the previous year 
were awarded, the Committee members received multiple grievances from the 
students that the scholarship awards were lesser than what they would have 
received as per Schedule I or Schedule II of the Scholarship Regulations. The 
Committee after prima facie looking into the issue, sent out a Draft 
Representation, to be sent to the Vice-Chancellor, to all the students inviting 
inputs from their end. Without collecting personal details of the Student, 
information regarding scholarships was collected. The committee had then 
submitted the representation to the Hon‘ble VC. As the disbursements were of 
the previous year and even the budget of the previous year had lapsed by July, 
the negotiations with the Vice-Chancellor hit a dead end. However, the 
Committee was successful in negotiating with the Administration regarding an 
increase in Scholarship Corpus for the upcoming years. The Budget for the 
current academic year had also been passed. 
 
The Committee had been successful in helping individual requests made by the 
students to the Vice-Chancellor to pay fee in instalments and remission of fee. 
 
Constitution of Student Scholarship Committee [July-August] - After freshly 
experiencing the issues and ills related to scholarships first-hand and also 
realizing the mandate as the Scholarship Regulations, the Committee, in 
consultation with the AO and the VC, had sent out a call for the Student 
Scholarship Committee. The Student Scholarship Committee would go a long 
way in ensuring that the object and purpose of the Scholarship Regulations are 
met. Prof. Aruna Venkat is the nominated faculty in-charge of the Student 
Scholarship Committee. 
 
Big Basket Vending Machine Proposal [August] - The committee is in talks with 
BB Instant to set up vending machines for NALSAR. They have their machines 
installed in various colleges like NLS, BITS Hyderabad. We have obtained 
preliminary approval from the VC and are awaiting site inspection from BB to go 
further with this proposal. 
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Shifting Yummpys to GH [August] - After obtaining assent from the student body, 
the Committee took the decision to shift Yummpys to the empty GH stall and 
look for other outlet options for the stall at the stadium. 
 
Vacating Asia Book House [August] - After obtaining assent from the student 
body, the Committee asked the administration to give an eviction notice to Asia 
Law Book House. The Committee is in the process of looking for outlets for the 
new empty stall. 
 
Regular Laptop Servicing Camp - The Committee in collaboration with the IT 
Department and Bhaskar Global Technologies undertakes regular laptop serving 
camps in order to ensure that the student body has access to such services on 
an immediate basis and at a subsidized rate even though living far away from 
the city. 

 
xi) Literary And Quizzing Committee 

 
10th Edition of Interrobang - August 2023 
One of the highlights of the year was the revival of "Interrobang," the annual 
Literary and Quizzing Festival of NALSAR University of Law. Held offline from 
August 4th to 6th, 2023, Interrobang featured a diverse range of literary games, 
quizzes, and discussions. Notable events included a panel discussion on 
biographies led by prominent authors, a stand comedy show, and quizzes hosted 
by renowned personalities like Major Chandrakant Nair. The festival attracted 
participation from over 30 colleges and over 150 students from outside NALSAR, 
showcasing its       growing popularity and reach.

1) Virtual Inauguration of Agri-Legal Aid Clinic on March 18,  2023 at 
Bammera Village, Jangaon District: 

 
Agriculture and its allied sectors are the largest source of livelihood in India. 
Agricultural laws were enacted to promote and regulate the agricultural 
sector and to ensure food security for farmers. Various government 
initiatives and schemes were introduced for the benefit of the farmers. 
These beneficial legislations and schemes have not reached them due to 
the lack of legal awareness and understanding.  
A meeting was held under the aegis of Hon‘ble Justice. Sri P. Naveen Rao, 
Judge, High Court for the State of Telangana and Executive Chairman, 
Telangana State Legal Services Authority on January 9, 2023 & February 
21, 2023 with the Prof. Srikrishna Deva Rao, Vice-Chancellor NALSAR 
University of Law, Sri S. Goverdhan Reddy, Member Secretary, Telangana 
State Legal Services Authority, Asst Professor Mr. P. Ashwini Kumar, Pro 
Bono Club In-charge, NALSAR University of Law, Mr. Sunil Kumar, 
President, Legal Empowerment And Assistance For Farmers Society, an 
NGO organisation. Hon‘ble Justice. Sri P. Naveen Rao has expressed his 
intention to organize the Virtual Inauguration of the Agri-Legal Aid Clinic on 
March 18, 2023, at Bammera Village, Jangaon District, as a pilot 
collaboration project with an object to empower the farmers. It was decided 
that the Para Legal Volunteers would man the Agri-Legal Aid Clinic to 
educate and create farmers' awareness of the various agricultural laws and 
welfare schemes. NALSAR University of Law will provide the legal 
resources and training for this programme. Further, the university will 
simultaneously work to generate awareness among its students for creating 
socially relevant lawyers.

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2023. He has interacted with the village sarpanch and farmers. Mr. 
Nagabhushanam, Sarpanch, has requested the Vice Chancellor for a 
desktop to improve the productivity, efficiency and quality of the work 
proposed. 
 
Virtual Inauguration of Agri-Legal Aid Clinic on March 18, 2023 at 11:00 AM 
at Bammera Village, Jangaon District has occurred from the Integrated 
Courts on Family Disputes Complex, Hyderabad, in the august presence of 
Hon‘ble Justice Sri V. Ramasubramanian, Judge, Supreme Court of India, 
Hon‘ble Justice Sri P.S. Narasimha, Judge, Supreme Court of India, 
Hon‘ble Justice Sri P.V. Sanjay Kumar, Judge, Supreme Court of India, 
Hon‘ble Justice Sri Ujjal Bhuyan, Chief Justice, High Court for the State of 
Telangana & Patron-in-Chief, Telangana State Legal Services Authority and

   Clinic held on May 10-11,  2023 at NALSAR University of Law 
 
Hon‘ble Justice Sri P.  Naveen Rao, Judge, High Court for the State of 
Telangana and Executive Chairman, Telangana State Legal Services 
Authority, has consulted with Prof. Srikrishna Deva Rao, Vice-Chancellor 
NALSAR University of Law. It was decided that 3 to 5 PLVs (Para Legal 
Volunteers) would be selected from 31 districts of Telangana State, and the 
NALSAR University of Law would provide these volunteers accommodation 
and training for two days. The Vice-Chancellor has instructed Mr. P. 
Ashwini Kumar, Asst. Professor & Nodal Officer Pro Bono Club, NALSAR 
University of Law and Dr. G. Mallikarkun, Asst. Professor & Chief Warden, 
NASLAR University of Law, will coordinate the programme. Sri S 
Goverdhan Reddy, Member Secretary, Telangana State Legal Services 
Authority, has frequently spoken with Mr. P. Ashwini Kumar about the 
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programme's organisation. Mr. P. Ashwini Kumar has approached various 
resource persons to deliver lectures during the training programme 
according to the requirements specified by Sri—Goverdhan Reddy and 
under the guidance of the Vice-Chancellor.

Further, they have interacted with Mr. P. Ashwini Kumar and 
requested the NALSAR University of Law to organise training programmes. 
They have informed him that the training programmes will enable them to 
work efficiently as PLVs and help the farmers.

iii) Prison Legal Aid Clinic  
 
The Prison Legal Aid Clinic of NALSAR University of Law focuses on 
providing legal aid and support to under-trial prisoners and convicts at the 
Central Jail in Hyderabad. The program entails regular visits to the jail, during 
which the students and faculty interact with the inmates to identify those in 
need of legal assistance. 
 
To ensure thorough record-keeping, the team has diligently maintained data 
from each visit in an Excel sheet, which is regularly updated. In the last 
semester (June-October 2023), a total of six visits were made to the prison. 
 
During these visits, the team interacted with 173 under-trial prisoners and 77 
convicts. Out of the under-trials, 44 individuals required advocates or legal 
aid, while 13 convicts were provided with copies of their judgments upon their 
request. Additionally, 26 convicts sought advocates to file appeals on their 
behalf. 
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Advocate Vishal, as part of the program, took up seven cases of under-trial 
prisoners for legal aid and four cases of convicts. These efforts aimed to 
ensure fair access to justice for those behind bars. 
 
In addition to their work within the jail, the students had the opportunity to 
interview Justice Kishan Kaul, where they discussed the condition of 
prisoners in the country and solicited suggestions to improve systemic 
bottlenecks hindering justice for inmates. 
 
The team also engaged with S. Sasidhar Reddy, the Principal District and 
Sessions Judge of Ranga Reddy district, Telangana. They raised awareness 
about the challenges faced by prisoners, such as the non-receipt of bail 
orders and judgment copies, which restrict their access to information and 
their ability to file appeals. Their intention was to seek the intervention of 
relevant authorities to address these issues effectively. 
 
Furthermore, the students volunteered with the District Legal Services 
Authority to identify eligible under-trial prisoners across 16 courts who 
qualified for bail according to a 21-point criteria outlined by the Supreme 
Court. Through their efforts, they identified 120 prisoners, whose trial periods 
and sentences were taken into consideration for a set-off. As a result, 110 
prisoners were successfully released, marking a significant 
achievement in their quest for justice for prisoners. 
 
Overall, the Access to Justice to Prisoners program at Nalsar, under the 
guidance of Dr. Murali Karnam, has been actively working towards 
addressing the legal needs and systemic challenges faced by under-trial 
prisoners and convicts. Their efforts have encompassed legal aid provision, 
awareness-raising, and collaboration with authorities, all aimed at ensuring 
that justice is served to prisoners in a genuine and comprehensive manner.
